Course DescripOon 
 
This is a hybrid course which means your ahendance and parOcipaOon in the in-person 
porOon of this course as well as parOcipaOng in and compleOng Canvas assignments are 
mandatory. EWRT 1A is the first transfer-level composiOon course with an introducOon to 
college level reading and wriOng, and an emphasis on analysis. In this course, you will 
examine a variety of texts (personal, popular, literary, professional and academic) from 
culturally diverse tradiOons and pracOce common rhetorical strategies to compose clear, well-
organized, and well-developed essays with varying purposes and differing audiences, from 
personal to academic.

The peer-review must be 
thorough and detailed to receive full credit, i.e., the rubric needs to be filled out with detailed 
comments as well as other needed suggesOons. You will receive more detailed instrucOon for 
each assignment.
